Martin Luther King, Jr. Charter School for Science and Technology was the first school in the Lower 9th Ward to
reopen since Hurricane Katrina. It boasts of a learning community of about 570 students in grades pre-K to 8, rich
in diversity and culture. The mission of the school is to create and maintain an orderly, trusting environment where
teaching and learning are innovative and exciting; where students are taught to read, write, compute, and think
critically according to their fullest potential.

Conversation with the Authors

Lewis Diuguid is vice president for community resources at The Kansas City Star. He has been with the
newspaper since 1977 after graduating from the University of Missouri-Columbia. He is a certified diversity
facilitator with the Newspaper Association of America and has been involved with The Star's diversity initiative
since it began in 1993. He has conducted diversity workshops for schools, colleges, businesses and community
groups. He is the author of the 2004 book A Teacher's Cry: Expose the Truth About Education Today and the 2007
book, Discovering the Real America: Toward a More Perfect Union.

Xae Alicia Reyes earned her Ph.D. from the University of Colorado-Boulder, and has been on the faculty at the
University of Connecticut since 1999. Her publications have appeared in the Journal of Latino Studies and Journal
of Hispanic Higher Education. Dr. Reyes' areas of expertise include critical ethnography, teacher preparation,
media representations and migration issues as they affect schooling, civic engagement and political participation.
She is the author of How the Language and Culture of Scholars Affects Their Choice of Subjects and Methods of
Research (2005) and was co-editor of a special issue on Latinos, Education, and the Media (Journal of Latina/os
and Education, 2003).

Kent Koppelman earned his Ph.D. in 1979 from lowa State University and accepted a position at the University
of Wisconsin-La Crosse. In 1988, Wisconsin's Department of Public Instruction selected him as “Teacher Educator
of the Year." In addition to publications and conference presentations, Dr. Koppelman wrote Values in the Key of
Life: Making Harmony in the Human Community (2001). Allyn & Bacon published Kent's multicultural education
textbook, Understanding Human Differences: Multicultural Education for a Diverse America (2005, 2008). After

he retired in 2007, lowa State University honored him with the Lagomarcino Laureate Award for his career
achievements. Kent is currently working on an anthology on diversity issues.

Jean Moule earned her BA from UC Berkeley in the turbulent '60s and her Ph.D. from Oregon State University;
she has been on the faculty at OSU since 1998. Her articles have appeared in Teacher Education Quarterly, The
Journal of Negro Education, and the Kappan. Dr. Moule's areas of expertise include cultural competence and
teacher preparation for a diverse student population. Dr. Moule is the co-author of Cultural Competence: A Primer
for Educators and is working on the book, May I Touch Your Hair?: White Folks Ask, Black Professors Answer.

James Loewen spent two years at the Smithsonian Institution surveying 12 leading high school textbooks of
American history, which resulted in Lies My Teacher Told Me: Everything Your High School History Textbook Got
Wrong, an expose of bland optimism, blind nationalism, and plain misinformation. Dr. Loewen previously taught
at predominantly black Tougaloo College in Mississippi and later at the University of Vermont. He now lives in
Washington, DC, continuing his research on how Americans remember their past. He also wrote Mississippi
Conflict and Change (co-authored), which won the Lillian Smith Award for Best Southern Nonfiction, but was
rejected for public school text use by the State of Mississippi, leading to the path-breaking First Amendment
lawsuit, Loewen et al. v. Turnipseed, et al. His other books include Sundown Towns: The Hidden History of Ethnic
Cleansing in America, The Mississippi Chinese: Between Black and White, Social Science in the Courtroom, and The
Truth About Columbus.

Sandy Grande is a professor in the education department at Connecticut College. Her current research examines
the intersections between critical theory and American Indian Intellectualism. Her approach is profoundly inter-
and cross-disciplinary, including the integration of critical, feminist, and Marxist theories of education with the
concerns of American Indian and environmental education. Professor Grande's Red Pedagogy: Critical Theory

and American Indian Education was published in 2004. Her articles have included “Beyond the Ecologically Noble
Savage: Deconstructing the White Man's Indian”in the Journal of Environmental Ethics; “Critical Theory and
American Indian Identity and Intellectualism”in The International Journal of Qualitative Studies in Education;

and “American Indian Geographies of Identity and Power: At the Crossroads of Indigena and Mestizaje" in Harvard
Educational Review. In 2004 Sandy was named "Higher Education Multicultural Faculty of the Year" by the
Connecticut chapter of NAME.

These institutes are designed to provide participants with opportunities for in-depth and hands-on exploration into
current issues impacting the field of multicultural education. These institutes require separate registration (see page
13) and will be conducted on Wednesday, November 12, 2008.

Half Day Institutes

1. Service Project at Martin Luther King Jr. Charter School
in the Lower 9" Ward, 8:30 am - 1:30 pm, $45 (Cost of lunch
is not included) Leader: Ashraf Esmail, Southern University at
New Orleans

The morning will start with a brief tour of the Lower 9™ Ward,
which was the area hardest hit by Hurricane Katrina in 2005.
The preconference day will continue at Martin Luther King

Jr. Charter School where attendees will take a brief tour of
the school, serve as guest readers, reading with the children
their favorite stories and engaging in interactive activities,
and pause for a commemorative tree planting symbolizing
the recovery from Hurricane Katrina. The day will conclude
with lunch at the Creole Skillet, which is one of the successful,
highly praised, and critically acclaimed restaurants in New
Orleans.

2. Hip Hop Culture and Academics, 8:30 am - 11:30 am, $60
Presenters: Jennifer Calderdn, We Got Issues! National Arts
and Civic Engagement Tour; Elisha Miranda and Sofia Quintero,
Sister Qutsider Entertainment; Marcella Runell Hall, University
of Massachusetts, Amherst; and Kersha Smith, College of New
Rochelle School of New Resources, Brooklyn Campus, and The
New School University.

The first part of this preconference will focus on the history of
Hip-Hop and education, and the elements of Critical Hip-Hop
Pedagogy. The presenters will focus on the Hip-Hop & Social
Justice Education model and its practical application. Because
at its root a hip-hop pedagogy seeks to produce an authentic
relationship between hip-hop and educational development,
NAME is the perfect place to have an in-depth session to
tease out the many issues in utilizing Hip-Hop in formal

and informal educational contexts. In the second half of the
session, participants will be introduced to a cutting-edge
practical implementation of Hip-Hop content and pedagogy in
the form of the new book, Conscious Women Rock the Page:
Using Hip-Hop Fiction to Incite Social Change.

3. Exploring Social Class ldentity in Schools, 8:30 am -
11:30 am, $60 Presenters: Mariama Richards and Elizabeth
Denevi, Georgetown Day School, Washington, DC.

How do you define social class? Is it just about money, or are
there other issues that contribute to our class identity? This
half-day workshop will explore definitions and interpretations
of social class along with activities for discussing the topic
with students, colleagues, and parents. We will review current
research data and discuss resources for both K-12 and college/
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university educators. We will also consider how social class
impacts other social identifiers such as race and gender.

4. Writing for Publication: Having Your Work Published,
1:00 pm - 5:00 pm, $60 Presenters: Penelope L. Lisi,
Editor and Francisco Rios, Associate Editor of Multicultural
Perspectives; Carl Grant, University of Wisconsin; and other
prominent authors and editors of various publications.

This preconference is designed to assist anyone interested

in publishing in professional journals or other related
publications in the field of multicultural education. The
editors of Multicultural Perspectives and other well-known
authors and scholars in the field will walk participants
through the necessary steps for publishing your work as well
as offer helpful tips for choosing the appropriate publication.
This institute is one of our most popular sessions!

5. Our Work as Social Justice Educators: A Workshop for
First Timers, 1:00 pm - 5:00 pm, $60 Presenter: Mara Sapon-
Shevin, Syracuse University

Coming to a conference for the first time can be a bit
overwhelming and sometimes lonely: “Everyone here seems to
know everyone else” or "What does White privilege mean and
what's a hegemony?" This workshop is designed specifically
for first time attendees in order to: (1) create a supportive
community that will allow participants to feel connected

to a small group of people and enhance their participation
and enjoyment of the rest of the conference; (2) introduce
the concepts of teaching for social justice through highly
interactive, engaging activities. The half-day workshop will
allow participants to enter the main conference feeling
familiar with some other participants and with some of the
terms and concepts presented in concurrent sessions. Through
music, children's literature, videos, and interactive activities,
we will explore concepts of oppression theory, ally building,
exclusion, marginality and privilege as well as some exciting
ways to make the world more inclusive and multicultural.

6. Managing NAME Chapters: A Workshop for Chapter
Presidents, 1:00 pm - 4:00 pm Presenter: Debra Johnson Jones,
NAME President, Southern lllinois University at Carbondale

This session for presidents of NAME chapters is designed

to discuss the issues facing chapters and their relationship

to national issues. It will provide the opportunity to share
successful strategies for membership recruitment, hosting
conferences, and supporting legislation and policies for equity
and multicultural education.

7. 1 Know We Can and We Must: Academic Empowerment
Among African American Learners, 8:30 am - 4:30 pm, $95
Presenters: Gwendolyn Webb-Johnson and Patricia J. Larke,
Texas A&M University and Ronald Rochon, Buffalo State
College

African American youth in both general and special education
are experiencing incomplete school success throughout

the United States. Many administrators and teachers lack a
cultural context in understanding how to teach to the promise
of African American learners. This “Reality Teaching" Institute
will engage participants in the delivery of culturally responsive
pedagogy in core subject areas.

8. Developing a Multicultural Curriculum - Keys to
Student Achievement, 8:30 am - 4:30 pm, $95

Presenter: William A. Howe, Past President of NAME and
Education Consultant for Multicultural Education, Connecticut
State Department of Education

Over 4,000 people have attended this nationally recognized
training program. DMC was created to meet the needs of
teachers wishing to learn more effective strategies to teach
minority students but also schools who wanted a curriculum
that would prepare all students for a diverse workforce and a
global economy. These steps include awareness of how culture
affects teaching and learning, the knowledge we need to

be culturally-responsive, how to create multicultural lesson
plans; and how to develop an individual and organizational
action plan. Participants will learn: (1) the four key elements
that enable all students to achieve high standards; (2)

the 13 knowledge bases of diversity (based on the NCATE
standards); (3) the 15-30 teaching strategies needed by
today's educators to meet the learning needs of all students;
(4) to define multicultural education and develop lesson

plans and curriculum accordingly; and (5) the implications for
multicultural education in No Child Left Behind.

9. Beyond the “Culture of Poverty” Myth: Consciousness
and Practice for Class Equity in Education, 8:30 am - 4:30
pm, $95 Presenter: Paul C. Gorski, EdChange and George
Mason University

The purpose of this session is to engage in a dialogue about
the so-called “culture of poverty,” deficit theory, and other
myths that, despite the harm they do to low-income students,
continue to guide programs and practices related to poverty
in educational contexts. We'll particularly consider how these
myths contribute to the cycle of poverty and classism, and
how we, as educators and activists, may be feeding into this
cycle unconsciously. This dialogue, then, will lead into the
construction of a more authentic vision for class equity in
education—one focused first and foremost on social justice,
on eliminating inequities and challenging the very stereotypes
exploited by these and other oppressive myths. We will
discuss research-informed strategies for eliminating the

socioeconomic achievement gap by addressing the root causes
of the gap through policy and practice.

10. The Unbearable Whiteness of Being: Dismantling
White Privilege and Supporting Anti-racist Education in
Our Classrooms and Schools, 8:30 am - 4:30 pm, $95
Presenter: Heather Hackman, St Cloud State University

This intermediate to advanced preconference workshop is
designed to help educators identify and deconstruct their
own white privilege and in so doing more deeply commit
themselves to anti-racist teaching and critical multicultural
education. This institute is very participatory and requires
attendees to take risks and be open to self reflection. There
will be ample opportunity for participants to apply the content
presented and thus folks are invited to bring experiences
from their educational environments. The workshop is
geared toward E-12 educators, administrators and staff but
is also accessible to folks from higher education, community
education and social services.

11. Meeting the NCATE Standards for Diversity: Standard
Four and Beyond, 8:30 am - 4:30 pm, $175 Presenters:
Maureen Gillette, Northeastern lllinois University; G. Pritchy
Smith, University of North Florida; Tina Marshall-Bradley, Paine
College, and Donna Gollnick, NCATE

This institute is designed to clarify the diversity requirements
in the standards of the National Council for Accreditation

of Teacher Education (NCATE) and share strategies for
addressing those components of the national standards. The
session will emphasize the integration of diversity throughout
the teacher education curriculum and field experiences.

In addition, participants will explore the development of
diversity proficiencies and related performance assessments
to determine that candidates actually know the concepts
imbedded in diversity and are able to teach ALL students.

Conference Theme

The theme of the 2008 NAME Conference, "Beyond Celebrating Diversity: ReACTivating the Equity and Social Justice Roots of
Multicultural Education,” is particularly relevant for the setting of this year's conference in New Orleans. After Hurricane Katrina
hit the city and the Gulf Coast regions of Mississippi and Texas, the gaps between poor people, especially those of color, and

the advantaged in this country were exposed to the world. Even developing countries offered assistance to a group of people
who were being neglected by a system that had been touted as the most democratic and caring in the world. As the displaced
population was being dispersed across the United States, it became overwhelmingly clear that the country continued to neglect
large segments of the population.

Hurricane Katrina and its aftermath provide the opportunity for a critique of multicultural education and its purposes. With the
establishment by Carter G. Woodson of the Association for the Study of Negro Life and History, the imperative to understand
the history, culture, and experiences of groups beyond those with a western European heritage became rooted in a drive for
social justice and equity by African Americans. Other movements in the early twentieth century called for intercultural education
and the end to discrimination against groups. The battles for civil rights that began in the 1950s led to a resurgence of ethnic
studies and multiethnic studies in the 1960s and 1970s. As women, Hispanics, American Indians, Asian Americans, persons

with disabilities, and gays and lesbians struggled to eliminate discrimination against them, educators concerned with social
justice and equity fought to change the curriculum and climate of schools to realize the visions of our predecessors. What does
multicultural education mean today? Has it contributed to the provision of educational equity or social justice in society? Or
has it been implemented in ways that actually support the status quo and maintain inequities among students and families?

It is time to examine the roots of multicultural education and critically examine its strengths, limitations, and promises today.
This meeting provides the opportunity to be reminded of the vision of educators and other leaders over the past century, to
analyze why the movement has not yet contributed fully to that vision, and chart a future that will push us into action to make
a difference.

Multicultural education, by that name, has been around since the late 1960s. However, it means many different things to
people. Some advocates take a very critical approach to flesh out the oppression, inequities, and injustices that are hidden or
ignored by much of the population. Some educators have established democratic classrooms in which students explore these
issues, particularly as they have impacted on their own communities, and become involved in community action to change

the conditions under which some members of their community live. Some educators confront the inequities that exist in their
schools and communities and integrate multicultural concepts throughout their teaching. Still others believe that they have
addressed multicultural education by having international festivals and celebrating ethnic holidays and heroes. The focus of this
conference is to remind us of our roots and reactivate ourselves to establish equity and social justice in our schools and society.

NAME's 2008 Conference Artwork

Veronica Johnson has been a New Orleans public school teacher for the past thirty
years. She is a graduate of the Southern University at New Orleans and the University
of New Orleans. Much of her work is inspired by the resiliency and uniqueness of the
people of New Orleans and South Louisiana.

The inspiration for the NAME design is centered around reactivating the multicultural
roots of New Orleans. These symbols represent the lifestyle, culture and diversity of
New Orleans. Louis Armstrong with trumpet in hand under a French Quarter lamp post,
the Louisiana Superdome and second-line parade-goers marching to the beat of New
Orleans style jazz, all accentuate the uniqueness of the city . These symbols represent
the essence of our city.

Just as the kings and queens are the symbolic rulers over Mardi Gras so is the Fleur de

lis symbolic of the French culture of Louisiana. The Fleur de lis is positioned at the center of the design to represent the strong
foundation of the fibers that weave our various cultures together. The Fleur de lis represents life; the past, the present and our
hope for the future. Finally it represents a foundational faith which is the SPIRIT that drives our cultural community. We are

proud to call New Orleans home!
